 “Charges Pending Following Report of Kidnapping”  

 

On November 4, 2015 at approximately 11:29 am, Officers of the Morgantown Police Department 

responded to a reported battery and kidnapping occurring on Spruce Street near Forest Avenue.  

Witnesses reported that a large group of individuals were beating and kidnapping a person by 

stuffing them into the trunk of a car.   

 

Officers arrived on scene and saw a group of individuals with scrapes on their hands and knees 

appearing to have just been in some kind of physical altercation attempting to get into a tan in color 

Nissan Altima and leave the area.  The individuals were detained. Upon closer examination of the 

vehicle an individual later identified as Christopher GRACE, 21 years of age of Arlington Virginia 

was found in the trunk of the car bound with duct tape.  GRACE was removed from the vehicle and 

freed.   

 

Upon further investigation, officers found that the entire incident was part of a fraternity prank for 

the Phi Gamma Delta (FIJI) fraternity.  All of the below listed individuals involved are pending 

charges for disorderly conduct.
